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is very desirable. The loose and ungrammatical, and
‘sometimes contradictory, verbiage to be found in Acts of
Parliament, is discreditable to the Legislature, and, in
many important instances, has been a source of per-
‘plexity to the administrators of thelaw, and has proved of
serious detriment to the interests of the public and also
of individuals.

In one journal—and that not of an official, though of
a highly respectable, character (the Manchester Guardian)
—we see an announcement that Lord Palmerston is
availing himself of the leisure afforded by the recess to
‘matare and perfect & scheme of representative reform.
The contemplated measure, our contemporary hopes,
will satisfy the just expectations of the country, and be
supported by the united and energetic action of the
Liberal party. We fiope 50, too; but “hope deferred
maketh the heart sick.” The severest pang of hunger,
after o time, subsides, it is said, and leaves the starving | P
‘man without even a sensible desire for food.

FLAT, OR NOT FLAT?

NeARcy thirty years ago a pretentious announcement
was placarded on the walls of this city that o distin-
guished foreigner, Baron Von Vilicrop (or some such
outlandish name), would, on o given day, leap from St.
James' hill into the Barrack yard, s distance of between
two and throe hundred yards. The good citizens, fall
of that charity which “believeth all things,” hastened,
at the appointed day and hour, to the neighborhood of
the spot selected for this great achievement. The day
was fine, and gullibility made a grand demonstration.
Al the city, except the bedridden and the necessary
gurrison of the shops and factories, assembled to do
-hovor to the Baron. But the Baron did not appear.
The Norwichers gazed, first at the well-known hill and
then towards the Barrack yard—and continned gazing
for hours. The afternoon passed away, and the evening
came on—still, no Von Vilicrop. Then it began to be
rumored that it was a hoax, and the wearied lovers of
the marvellons slowly wended their way home by all
sorts of back streets and roundabout roads, to avoid the
dorision of those who had been compelled to stay at
home, and made e virtue of their necessity. For
years mo wonder-workers had a chance in Nor-
wich; for, by a transformation not at all unaccountable,
those who had believed all things henceforth would
believe nothing. From credulity they had passed into
utter infidelity. Bat gradually a new generation has
arisen, and strangers have settled amongst us, who, not
having been Von Vilicropped, retain the natural appe-
tite for the uncemmon.

‘Within the lnst few wecks, a gentleman distinguished by
a singularly accurate perception of the flat and non-flat,
has come amongst us under the assumed name of “Pa-
rallax,” to prove that the earth is not a sphere, but a
plane.  Hundreds of decently-dressed persons have
gone to hear his “ arguments,” and some of our native
philosophers have entered into discussion with him.
Now, it seems to us that these philosophers, before they
attempted to convince “Parallax” of his error, shonld
bave satisfied themselves, by a respectful inquiry as to
the gentleman's name and into the gentleman’s ante-
cedents, that he really did himself believe what he had so
plausibly asserted. “Parallax,” no doubt, feels himself
under grest obligations (o the gentlemen who have

When the new truth of the earth’s
motion was brought out, Luther excluimed, in his
vehement style, “I am advertised that a new astrologer
s risen, who presumeth that the earth moveth and goeth
about—not the firmament, the sun and moon, nor the
stars ; like as one sitteth in a coach or in a ship, and is
moved, thinketh he sitteth still and resteth, but the earth
and trees go run and move themselves. Thus it goeth
when we give up ourselves to our own foolish fancics
and conceits. This fool will turn the whole art of Astro-
nomy upside down; but the Seripture showeth and
teacheth him another lesson, as when Joshua commanded
the sun to stand still, and not the carth.” Now, had
*Parallax” come amongst us in his own proper name
1o avow certain convictions which investigation had
forced upon him, and had there been in his conduct a
‘manifest proof not only of honesty of purpose but of
his entire disinterestedness, we would have said to those
gentlemen who assumed the championship of religions
and scientific trath, “Deal kindly and respectfully with
this inquirer; take warning from the intolerance and
folly of the fathers of the church ; take warning espe-
cially from Luther’s mistaken zeal, and, as the event has
shown, his foolish vehemence.” Bat when a man comes
amongst us in disguise, opens a public building, and
makes monoy of his ideas, he raises against himself a
suspicion which prevents full conidence in his genuine-
ness and sincerity. We believe that « Parallax” has not
proved that the earth is fla, but that the commaunity is ;
and when he brought up their sixpences to his “line of
vision,” he established a case of flatness more conclusive
than any he is likely to demonstrate by reference to the
horizon at Cromer.

Unquestionably,  Parallax” should have been asked ¥

for his credentials before he was allowed to take rank ag
an honest inquirer amongst the gentlemen who have, as
we think, unwisely taken the pains to fill his pocket by
creating an excitement for his benefit. A man who
‘withholds his name, primé facie, dishonors himself. A
man who brings ont novelties for sixpence, primd facie,
has some other purpose in view than to prove and estab-
lish the trath. “Parallax,” for anght we know, may be
a creditable, intelligent, and trath-loving individual ;
but “Parallax” may be, for aught we Azow, 2 person
with whom 1o ereditable, intelligent, md trath-] Iovmg
individual onght to associate. Before

allowed a place on the platform of a fair and fnll in-
quiry, it was his duty to have proved, by those simple
items of information which gentlemen usually give on
thelr first introduction to a new society, that he was
entitled to be received with attention and courtesy.
“Bought experience, if 1ot bought too dear, s the best.”
The Von Vilicropped of this generation are the least
likely to run after wonderful jumpers; and the victims
of “Parallax” will, for many u-year, shrink back at the
sound of the word “flat” with a disagreeable seasation
which none can describe but those who, unhappiy, feel
it.
